     The Holy Apostle St. James the Less  

 

   Two Apostles have the name James, this one  

 is called St. James the Less or the Younger.  

He is the writer of the 1 st of the Catholic Epistles  

 written about the year 49 AD.  

   His Father was Alphaeus of Cleophas and his  

Motherõs name was Mary of Cleophas. She  

may have been a close relative to the Blessed  

Virgin and according to the Gospel she was in  

the company of M ary at the Cross when Jesus  

was crucified.  

   By the fact that James the Less, the son of Alphaeus and Mary who were 

related to the Mother of Jesus the Scripture calls him brother of Jesus and 

then comes the mistake of thinking that it was Mary who had mo re children 

than only Jesus  James the Less in reality was actually a cousin.  

   The Apostle St. Paul claims that St. James was a witness of the risen Lord.  

   St. James the Less was the 1 st. Bishop of Jerusalem and was present at the 

Council of Jerusalem about the year 50 AD.  

All of us needs to learn the truths of our Holy Catholic Church well so we too can be like the 

Apostles and go out and teach everyone so they  can believe in Jesus who is our Holy Lord 

the Promised One. Everyone should know who Jesus is.
